Shirley K. Baker, Dean of-{niversity Libraries, has announced a reorganization
of the Libraries’ adhinistrative staff. ’ '

As part of the organizatiomal change, Nicholas C. Burckel, Ph.D., formerly
Director of Public Services and Collection Development, has been appointed Associate
Dean for Collections and Services. Virginia F. Toliver, formerly Director of Library
personnel and Administrative Services, has been named Director of Administration and.
Planning. A third senior position, Director of Computing and Telecommunications, has
been established to reflect the increasing importance of technology and computers in
library operations. A national search to fill this position is underway.

" nihe administrative restructuring will help the Washington University
Libraries respond more effectively to the challenges facing us, and to focus on the
objectives that will be most important to us in the coming decade," Baker said.

" ks Associate Dean, Burckel is respomsible for all activities in collections
and in technical and public services. He came to Washington University in 1986 as
Director of Public Services and Collection Development. Burckel has a bachelor’s
degree in history from Georgetown University and a master’s degree in library science
from the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee.

In her new position, Toliver coordinates long-range planning for the library
system and oversees the recruitment, hiring, evaluation and training of library
personnel. She began her career at Washington University in 1981 ay an- academic
library management intern, and was appoimted Director of Librarj- Perscnnel and
Adninistrative Services shortly thereafter, From October 1988 through 1989 Toliver
was Acting Director of Technical Services and Library Systems. She has a bachelor’s
degree in English literature from Jackson(Hiss) State University and a master’s degree
in library science from the University of Illineis-Champaiqn.

Burckel, Toliver and the new Director of Computing and Telecommunications will
serve as members of the Dean’s Council; the semior management team that reports to
Baker. : :

In addition to the senior mamagement restructuring, Baker has announced
changes in the Libraries’ department head group. "The goal of restructuring at this
level is to make this as flexible and responsive an organization as possible," Baker
said. . .

Vicky Witte, formerly Head of Social Sciences Services, has been appointed
Read of Reference and Information Services. B.J. Johmston, formerly Head of
Humanities Services, has been appointed Head of Collection Development. In addition
to these two positions, a Head of Departmental Libraries has been created. A national
