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FOOD FOR FINES

The week of July 1520, 1991, the
Maplewood Public. Library, located in
Maplewood, MO, a suburb of St. Louis, held
its second annual Food For Fines drive,
during which the Library accepted donations
of food instead of money from patrons
returning overdue materials or paying existing
fines. One-hundred, fifty-seven canned and
boxed goods were received during the food
drive. The food was displayed in the Library,
and later delivered to the Maple Heights
Service organization, a local food pantry.

The first Food For Fines drive by the
Library was held last December. Library
Director, Terrence Donnélly, reported that this
food drive was wellreceived by the
community. '"People are aware that hunger is
a year-round problem,” he said, noting that
many of those donating food had no overdue
items, but simply came to the library to drop
off a donation. In addition, borrowers
relurned over 300 overdue books, some
overdue almost a year.

In an interesting sidelight, USA_Today
picked up the report on the Library's Food
_ For Fines drive and included it in its Acfoss
the USA section on July 15, 1991, probably
the first ime the Maplewocd Public Library
has received naticnal exposure.

WHICH CD-ROM?
