Literacy Hotline: New Weapon in the Fight Against llliteracy

T he problem of illteracy is one that hos captured the
interest of people all across America. Here in

St. Louis, on estimated 7.9% of adults in the County and
17.6% in the City are considered functionally illiterate.
These statistics, and those of other difies across the
country, are couse for grove concem.

As public owareness of the problem has increased
and community autreach programs have become more
available, the need for a central learinghouse has grown
— o place where adulfs seeking to overcome illiteracy
can call and get the help they need to win the fight.

The Literacy Hotline, sponsored by the St. Louis Public
Library, is just such o ploce. The Hotfine, as the newest
weapon in the battle ogainst iliteracy, provides St. Louis
orea cifizens with occess fo agencies ond organizafions
that are dedicated to helping people achieve the goal of
literacy. With the Literacy Hotfine, help is literally only o

phone call away.

A cooperative effort between the St. Louis Public
Library and approximately 25 other organizations
(collectively known as the Gateway fo Literacy), the
Literacy Hotline attempts o match callers seeking help with
the agencies that will best suit their individual needs. For
those people who might wish fo volunteer their services to
help someane overcome illiteracy, the Hotfine is equally
valuable. It s a lifeline that works both ways.

The odds are stacked on the side of literacy as the
Hotline staff do their best to ensure o good match between
callers and agencies. All personal information s kept in
strictest confidence, though callers are asked permission for
their nomes to be given to the proper literacy agency so
that more specific information can be sent to them. A
follow-up letter that clearly restates the information
provided by phone ensures that callers will not be left

hanging. And just to be doubly sure, the Hotfine contacts
callers after o period of time fo inguire about the quolity
of the services they received and perhaps provide.
further assistonce. _

Since May, 1990, more than 500 inquiries have
been made fo the Literacy Hotline. The St. Louis Public
Library, olong with the Public Relafions Society of
America, is actively promoting the
Hotline in hopes that even more
people con be made oware and :
get the help they need. .
