' In her lectures, she talks about her life, about poetry and about

do. “Do something with your life!”
Ms. Giovanni recently told a college
audience. “You will find that what you
have coveted is not worth
coveting...There is a limit to what
material things can do.”

Ms. Giovanni graduated from Fisk
University in 1967 and soon earned a
reputation for outspokenness both in
her writing and in person. After the
publication in 1968 of her first book
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of poetry, Black Feeling. Black Talk.
| she was nicknamed “the princess of
* black poetry,” a title she proudly retains today.

Ms. Giovanni has published a total of nearly 20 books. Some of her
best-known works are Black Judgment: Night Comes Softly; Gemini; Sing
a Soft Black Song; My House; Ego Tripping and Other Poems for Young
Readers; The Women and the Men; Cotton Candy On a Rainy Day; Those
