Message: subscribe slrln-1 first name last name
e.g. subscribe slrln-1 Vera Weisskopf

This message is all you need. Anything else is extraneous and gets in
the way.

2. To send a message to all subscribers{ send message to:
SLRLN-LE@WUVMD.WUSTL. EDU

This address should be used ONLY for messages (mail) a member is sending
to the list. It should NOT be used for sending commands.

3. All COMMANDS (e.g. concerning how or if you wish acknowledgement”of
messages you have sent to the list) must be sent to: _ ;
